The contestants selected as Miss and Mr. Maeva Merced will best represent the goals and spirit of the Kiki Raina Tahiti Fete.

2.     To develop talent, self-confidence and knowledge in Fete participants.

1.     Miss and Mr. Maeva Merced will be awarded on Friday, March 16, 2007; the same evening of the competition.

       They are expected to attend the competition all three days and assist with festival activities, and return the following

       year to "crown" the new winners.  Past inners are also invited back to help with the pageant.

2.     Miss and Mr. Maeva Merced will be expected to represent Kiki Raina Tahiti Fete in parades and at the different functions

        for which a per diem, as well as transportation expense will be provided.

3.     A $50.00 per diem as well as transportation fees will be awarded for appearances other than the Fete weekend.
